Greetings from representatives of Local Communities from Latin America and the
Caribbean, who met in person and virtually on 27 and 28 May 2024, to analyse and
evaluate the process of the UNFCCC Local Communities and Indigenous Peoples
Platform.

Among our commonalities is the interest in following up on the inclusion of at least 3
representatives of Local Communities in the Platform's Facilitative Working Group, in
order to ensure the full and effective participation of this important group of the world
society.

In this regard and based on decision 2/CP.24 paragraph 4 and decision 16/CP.26
paragraph 12, we request and propose that the Secretariat, in coordination with the
SBSTA, call, as soon as possible, for local community organisations from Latin America
and the Caribbean, Asia, Africa and other regions to self carry-out a designation
process of representatives by region to participate in the platform process.

In addition to the above principle, we refer to the document "Strategic Vision Statement
of the Local Communities and Indigenous Peoples Platform" adopted at the 9th
meeting of the UNFCCC Facilitative Working Group. In its point 2 "Ethically and
equitably engage indigenous global values and visions (such as stewardship and live in
harmony with Mother Earth to ensure its enduring integrity for all life forms today and
in the future) and perspectives of Local Communities", and point 3 "Enhance
Indigenous Peoples and Local Communities’ full and effective participation in
achieving the goals of the Convention, the Kyoto Protocol and the Paris Agreement".

We believe that including Local Communities in the Facilitative Working Group (FWG)
should no longer be postponed as this results in Local Communities’ defenseless and
violation of their rights. Local Communities are an important group whose voice and
contribution is crucial to tackling the climate crisis, as well as to achieving the goals of
the Paris Agreement and a climate resilient world - as highlighted at the UN Climate
Change Conference.

We look forward to receiving a response to the follow-up to the above-mentioned
agreements (attached to this letter).
